The height of the Rim (R) when attached to the
BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A) can be adjusted
below the top of the horizontal extension of the
existing pole between 5”and 28” depending on the
diameter of your pole when using the retrofit kit to
achieve a lower Rim (R) height. See Figure 1.

Install the Rim (R) to the BA495 Fan Steel
Backboard (A) using the four holes near the
bottom of the BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A)
with hardware provided with the Rim (R). Tighten
hardware when the Rim (R) is level with the
shooters square on the face of the BA495 Fan
Steel Backboard (A). See Figure 2

Install four 7/16” X 1 1/2” Carriage Bolts (E),
7/16” Flat Washers (F), 7/16” Lock Washers (G)
and 7/16” Hex Nuts (H) into Backboard
Mounting Adapter (B, C or D). Leave hardware
loose. See Figure 3.

Insert the 7/16” X 1 1/2” Carriage Bolts (E) from
the above assembly into the holes at the top of
the vertical slots in

BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A) and slide
assembly down the

BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A) to the location
closet to the Rim (R). Temporarily tighten
hardware. See Figures 3 and 4.

Thread 1/2”" Jam Nuts (P) onto the 1/2”" Square
Head Set Screws (O). Thread the two 1/2” Square
Head Set Screws (O) partway into the Backboard
Mounting Adaptor (B, C or D). See Figure 3.

Slide two Band Clamps (1, J or K) onto the
horizontal portion of the gooseneck pole. Discard
the extra Band Clamps (1, J or K). See Figure 5.

Place the assembly from instruction #5 above
onto the end of the pole. It is easiest to place the
assembly onto the end of the pole upside down
and then rotate 180° before tensioning the //2”
Square Head Set Screws (O). Confirm that the
Rim (R) and BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A) are
level. Tighten the

1/2” Square Head Set Screws (O) against the
gooseneck pole, then tighten the

1/2” Jam Nuts (P) to lock the 1/2” Square Head
Set Screws (O). See Figure 5.

Loosen the 7/16” Hardware that attaches the Backboard Mounting Adaptor (B, C or D) to the BA495 Steel
Backboard (A) and slide the Rim (R) and BA495 Steel Backboard (A) until the top of the Rim (R) is at the

desired height. Retighten all 7/16” Hardware.

The Backboard Braces (N) will get attached to the Band Clamps (1, J or K) on one end, and the
BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A) on the other end. The tabs on the end of the Backboard Braces (N)
will need to be bent to match the angles necessary to mount the Backboard Braces (N) to the BA495
Fan Steel Backboard (A) and Band Clamps (1, J or K). This can easily be accomplished in a number of

ways including contacting each end on a concrete surface.

Attach one end of each Backboard Brace (N) to one of the two Band Clamps (1, J or K) using 5/16”

Carriage Bolts (L) and 5/16” Flange Nuts (M). See Figure 5.
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11. Use 7/16” X 1 1/2” Carriage Bolts (E), 7/16” Hex Nuts (H), 7/16” Flat Washers (F) and 7/16” Lock
Washers (G) to attach the other end of the Backboard Braces (N) to the BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A).
See Figure 5.

12. When the BA495 Fan Steel Backboard (A) and Rim (R) are level, drill 1/4” diameter hole into gooseneck
pole using the pilot hole in the Backboard Mounting Adaptor (B, C or D) as guide. Insert 1/4” X 1" Roll
Pin (Q) with a hammer to reduce risk of rotation or movement. See Figure 5.

13. Install net (not shown) and the system is ready for play.
